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Biblical Truth #1:
There is a worship service going on all day, every day in my life.
When tempted, who’s about to be worshipped? | will either worship Christ, or bow to sin.

Biblical Truth #2:
Jesus makes our obedience to His commands totally personal.
We need to daily surrender to the Holy Spirit and cooperate with Him as an act of worship.

Biblical Truth #3:
God allows temptation and spiritual warfare to currently exist for His glory and our good.
Temptation teaches us to depend on Him to experience victory.

5 BIBLICAL TRUTHS ABOUT OBEDIENCE:

God calls us to obey His moral law.

Obeying God’s commands brings us freedom and joy.

In my desire to obey Christ, | was not designed to walk alone.

God created us to be pleasure seekers.

Growing in love and obedience to Jesus will cause us to get violent with sin.
